Change to circular needle size 3%
mm. Cont working St st and in patt I as charted, and then rep
patt 11 until work measures approx. 18-20-22-22-25-27 cm/7.1-
7.9-8.7-8.7-9.8-10.6 in. K all sts tog in pairs. Rep dec every 3nd
rnd 2 more times = 12-13-14-15-15-16 sts rem. Break yarn,
and thread through rem sts, pull tightly.

Weave in ends on WS. Dampen the hat slightly. Make a tassel
with color of your choice, and fasten on top.
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
